According to the latest FIBLIFOAM survey on certified organic agriculture worldwide (data as of end of 2009, siatistical information on organic agriculture s now available from 160
countries, an increase of six countries since tha 2010 survay (data 2003).

There ara 37 2 million heciares of arganic agriculiural land (including in-conversion areas). The regions with the largesi arsas of organic agricultural land ars Oceania (122 millian
hactaraz), Europe (9.3 million hactares), and Latin Amarica (8.6 million hectarss). The countrizs with the mast organic agricultural land are Australia, Argenting, and the United States.
Currently 0.9 parcent of the world™s agricultural land is organic. However, soms counfries reach far higher shares: Falkland Islands (357 percent), Liechiensiein (26 9 percent), and Ausiria
{185 percent). Seven countries have mare than ten parcant arganic land.

Compared with the previous survey, organic land increased by two milion hectares or six percent. Growth was strongest in Europe, where the area increassd by almaost one million
hactares. The countries with the largest increases were Argentina, Turkey, and Spain.
