Brief description of the Deliverable

This deliverable describes the outcome of the survey on organic market data carried out July
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Target audience(s)

The target audience for this deliverable are the project partners as well as all stakeholders with

an interest in the collection, processing, dissemination and utilisation of organic market data.

Publishable Summary

One of the aims of the OrganicDataNetwork project is to collect, store in a common format and
provide access to currently available data on organic markets in Europe.

The corresponding survey on currently publicly available organic market data was planned to be




carried out between July 2012 and March 2013. The survey focussed on the data for 2011. It was
led by the Research Institute of Organic Agriculture (FiBL) and the Agricultural Market
Information Company (AMI). Most project partners contributed to the survey by sourcing organic
market data from their own country as well as for further countries for which they had agreed to
take responsibility.

The most important survey tools were the Excel questionnaire (based on the product
classification designed as part of this project); the database for data storage designed by FiBL and
AMI; and excels pivot tables for data analysis and publication.

The OrganicDataNetwork survey on European publicly available organic market data has shown
that a wide range of data is available. The tools that were designed for data collection,
processing, storage, and analysis have been shown to be useful for the collection of Euroepan
market data. Nevertheless some improvements and adjustments will be needed for the next
survey, particularly in the area of classification and nomenclature. Furthermore, it would be
helpful if the accessibility of data through dynamic tables could further be developed. In order to
facilitate the data collection process in the future, the building of a European network of data
collector as foreseen by the OrganicDataNetwork project is very important.

The first survey on currently available European organic market data has shown that a number
of challenges need to be tackled in the future. These challenges include lack and incompleteness
of data as well as classification issues as — other than with the area and production data — almost
every country uses a different classification/nomenclature for retail sales, export and import
data, which makes harmonized data storage and country-to-country comparisons very difficult.
Another issue is the use of different methods for data collection.

In spite of all these issues a number of results have been achieved that were not available before,
in particular in relation to the retail sales data. These data show —in a European comparison -
what products do best within the organic segment and how certain products and product groups
perform in comparison with all products sold: The data show, for instance, that eggs are by far
the most popular organic product across most countries that have such data, followed by
vegetables, fruit and dairy products. They also show that eggs reach high shares of the overall
egg production. As regards international trade data, the survey has revealed that there is a major
lack of such data and that conclusions regarding the European situation cannot be drawn.

Potential stakeholder impact(s)

The collation of European organic market data - except for considerable data gaps - will be of
high value to stakeholders involved with collection, processing, analysis and dissemination of
organic market data. The authors expect that this document will be an important step towards
improved data availability and quality in the future, by increasing transparency of available data.
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2 Introduction

This document reports on the organic market data survey that was carried out in the framework of
the OrganicDataNetwork project.

This survey constituted the first European survey on publically available market data on organic
agriculture. It covered 39 countries.

This report describes the procedure of data collection, processing and storage as well as the data
availability and the challenges encountered. In the second part some key results on the European
market in 2011 are summarized.

The data collection activities were preceded by a survey on data collectors and on data collection
methods in Europe, the results of which were used for the European survey on market data. The
market data collected will be used for the test of plausibility checks and equation models for data
quality improvement.



3 The survey and the survey tools

3.1 The survey

3.1.1 About the survey

One of the aims of the OrganicDataNetwork project is to collect, store in a common format and
provide access to currently available data on organic markets in Europe.

The corresponding survey on currently available publically available organic market data was
planned to be carried out between July 2012 and November 2012. But the deadline of the survey
was extended until March 2013. The survey focussed on organic market data from 2011. It was led
by the Research Institute of Organic Agriculture (FiBL) and the Agricultural Market Information
Company (AMI). Most partners contributed to the survey by sourcing organic market data from their
own country as well as for further countries for which they had agreed to take responsibility.

FiBL and AMI have collected data on areas and production as well as total retail sales for a couple of
years, so these data from previous years were included to the current survey data when new (2011)
data were not available.

The most important survey tools were the Excel questionnaire designed as part of this project (based
on the classification developed in the framework of the OrganicDataNetwork project), the database
for data storage, and excel pivot tables for data analysis and publication.

3.1.2 Contribution of partners

Both FiBL and AMI have a long-standing experience with data collection on organic agriculture. AMI
collects and analyses quantitative market data such as cultivated areas, production, livestock
numbers and domestic market data in Germany and Europe. Together with FiBL, AMI developed a
database and analysing tools for collecting and analysing organic farming data such as production,
land use, livestock numbers, and sales values. FiBL has collected data on organic agriculture
worldwide (area, production, operators, market data and international trade data) for more than ten
years, has continually expanded its data collection and has developed the necessary tools for this
task together with AMI.

Some partners are data collectors or providers themselves (Agence Bio, AMI, Soil Association),
whereas other partner had the task to provide contact with data collectors in their countries.

FiBL and AMI provided guidance and input for partners who were not so familiar with certain
countries, because they are not represented by the project partners.

3.1.3 The questionnaire

The questionnaire used for the collection of currently publicly available market data contains seven
sheets:

1. An “About” sheet with a brief explanation about the survey (Figure 12);

2. An “Overview” sheet for data providers to state the exact data sources by data type as well
as total numbers for the key indicators (i.e. total organic agricultural land, total land in
conversion and fully converted, total domestic market value, total domestic market values
by marketing channel, total exports and imports) (Figure 13);

3. Asheet for the operator types (Figure 14)

4. A sheet for the agricultural land use and crops (area, area by conversion status, production
volumes and values) (Figure 15);

5. Asheet for the livestock numbers and livestock production (Figure 16);

6. A sheet for the domestic market (retail sales value and volumes by product, share of the
organic products sold of all products, products sold under four different marketing channels)
(Figure 17);

7. Asheet for the international trade (value and volumes, included in the sheet for the retail
sales) (Figure 17).

The questionnaires for area, production, operator and livestock data were very much based on the
Eurostat questionnaire as well as the questionnaire designed by FiBL for its annual survey on organic
agriculture world-wide (Willer and Lernoud 2013).

For the domestic market and international trade data, a completely new questionnaire including the
relevant programming was designed.

The excel questionnaire is a programmed data entering tool, and it is directly linked to the project’s
database. This means that entering data from the questionnaire into the database is an automatic
process — if the partners use the questionnaire correctly and do not change it. In most cases data
entry did not pose any problems. The automatic data entering tool thus helped improve time-
efficiency.

The classification applied for this questionnaire was designed by AMI and FiBL in order to target the
needs of organic data (for further information see chapter 0 on the Some of the changes carried out
as a consequence of the results from the first survey on organic market data will be incorporated
into the second version of the questionnaire.

3.1.4 OrganicDataNetwork nomenclature and classification

The classification applied for this survey was designed by AMI and FiBL with the support of the
project partners in order to target the needs of the organic data.
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Eurostat has developed classifications for the organic data, which it collects among the member
states (organic area, livestock, production and operator data), and this classification is now also
applied more and more by the member states, when they publish data on organic agriculture. For
the domestic market and international trade data, however, the situation is, completely different,
and no harmonized classification is applied across countries or even within one country (where

several systems exist).

The classification, which was applied for the OrganicDataNetwork market data survey, is partly
based on the main groups of the international CPC codes (United Nations Statistics Division 2008") as
this had been used by FiBL for its annual survey on organic agriculture worldwide (for international
trade volume data). The OrganicDataNetwork classification furthermore includes groups and
products as supplied by the household and trade panels of the major market companies (as these
market companies are widely used as sources of organic retail data). During data processing the
classification was adapted further. The basic structure of the nomenclature and classification applied

is shown in Table 1.

It is clear to the authors that this classification is not yet final, and for the next OrganicDataNetwork
survey (autumn 2013) it will be further adapted to the European Union’s ‘Prodcom list’ of industrial
products (European Commission 2012).

3.1.5 Indicators used

The following indicators were used to describe the European organic market.

e Export [Mio €]: Exports in million euros with breakdown by product
e Export [t]: Exports in metric tonnes with breakdown by product

e Export, total [Mio €]: Total export value in million Euros

e Export, total [t]: Total exports in metric tonnes
e Import [Mio €]: Imports in million euros with breakdown by product

Operators, producers [no.]: Number of organic producers/farmers
Operators, importers [no.]: Number of organic importers

For countries that have a currency other than euros, both the original value in national currency and
the calculated value in euros are automatically entered into the database. For calculating values in
euros, the official annual exchange rates of the European Central Bank are used.’

Shares of the overall total for the production volumes were not entered into the database but were
automatically calculated using the data from FAOSTAT, which provides total data for all countries
worldwide (based on data from national sources).

Other percentages, like the organic share of the total market, the organic share of market segments
(products) were entered manually and not calculated, using the national data sources.

3.2 Data collection

3.2.1 About the data collection

Data collection for the 2011 market data was planned to be carried out between July 2012 and
November 2012. However, not all data were available by November 2012. Furthermore, the survey
was delayed due to the fact that, in addition to the market data, missing data for the survey on data
methods and quality checks (for work packages 2 and 3) were also collected. The last data (2011
data) were actually entered into the database in March 2013. It was only then that data for Estonia,
detailed market data for Belgium and Spain as well as revised data for Germany became available.

For the data collection, the project partners were asked to use the project questionnaire. They
collected the data for their countries and filled in the questionnaires or they sent it directly to the
data providers who filled it in themselves. Not all project partners used the questionnaire but sent
the data in a different format, sometimes in the original documents from the data collectors. In
many cases FiBL and AMI organised the data and entered the data into the questionnaire and then
automatically into the database or directly into the database from the original sources.

3.2.2 Project database

To collect data, a database was set up. This database is a simplified and independent version of the
database that FiBL has developed for its collection of data on organic agriculture worldwide for a
number of years.

The database consists of a single data sheet containing the following information/columns:

Whereas data storage and processing is done in this database, data analysis is carried out via Excel
pivot tables.

A set of data tables, generated from the pivot tables is at the partners’ disposal on the project
intranet.

3.2.3 Data processing and storage

The data were entered into the database either via the programmed questionnaire or directly by
hand from the original source. When obvious errors were detected, partners were asked to clarify
these. Partners were also asked to check the final entered data in the pivot tables.

3.2.4 Quality checks

Basic quality checks were carried out by FiBL and AMI (correct totals, comparison with the overall
totals for the area as a check for production volume data), but for the market data (domestic market
and international trade) these checks still need to be carried out. The development and testing of
methodologies for data quality testing and improvement will be carried out in the
OrganicDataNetwork project (starting March 2013).

3.3 Inclusion of methods

A special challenge was the inclusion within the database of information on the data collection
methods and on the quality checks. This information was provided in the survey on methodologies
and data quality checks. From the online survey database, which contains this information, an
extract was generated.

The information from these two surveys was included into the project’s organic market database as
a separate table. It is linked via a key to the main table with the actual data.

The information on the methods is only available to the project partners, as confidentiality had been
promised to the respondents of the survey on methodologies and data quality checks.
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4 Data availability

4.1 Introduction

In total, 39 European countries were surveyed. In addition, data were also collected from North
African countries by the project partner IAMB. The following analysis refers to the European
countries only, as for North Africa 2011 data were only received for Tunisia. Data availability for the
39 European countries by indicator is illustrated in Figure 1 and in Table 2.

Even though the survey was on organic market data, the project partners strived to collect additional
data on the production base: area data, livestock numbers as well as production volumes and values.

Figure 1 shows the availability of data for selected indicators. It illustrates very clearly that there are
major data gaps. However, it also reveals that for all relevant indicators models exist and that
therefore it is possible to collect all data.

4.2 Brief analysis of data availability by key indicators and breakdown by
product

4.2.1 The production base: Organic agricultural land and livestock numbers

All 39 countries had data on the area under organic agricultural management. For all countries data
for 2011 were received with the exception of Greece (2010 data), Cyprus (2009 data), Luxembourg
(2010 data). The highest level of breakdown by crop was provided by Italy (93 records for different
crops), Spain (88 records) and Croatia (85 records). The lowest numbers were for Iceland (1 record,
i.e. no land use details), Montenegro (3 records), and Kosovo (5 records). Regarding the conversion
status of the organic agricultural land, all countries provided such data with the exception of Austria,
Germany, Portugal and Switzerland. The area data are available from Eurostat for most of the EU
countries and for Norway and Switzerland. For the other countries, data are based on national
sources, both private and public. Also for some of the EU countries, national data sources were used
(e.g. France, Germany, and ltaly), which are sometimes more detailed. For Germany, no land use and
crop data are provided by Eurostat; these are only available from the national source (AMI).

Thirty-seven countries provided data on livestock numbers. The only countries from which livestock
data were not available were Kosovo, Malta and Montenegro. Data for 2011 were available for all
countries with the exception of Cyprus, Lithuania, Luxembourg, and Sweden. Most records (43) were
received from France, which provided data for 22 animal types including the breakdown by
conversion status. Most other countries provided 10 to 16 records. The livestock data are available
from Eurostat for most of the EU countries and for Norway and Switzerland. For the other countries
they are based on national sources, private and public. In addition, for some of the EU countries
national data sources were used (e.g. Austria, France, Germany, and lItaly).

4.2.2 Operators

For operators the main types as provided by Eurostat were collected: producers, processors and
importers. Furthermore data on traders (wholesalers and retailers) and exporters were collected,
but the latter are still very incomplete. All 39 countries had data on the number of producers, 35 had
the number of processors and 27 provided data on the number of importers. With the exception of
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Belgium, Cyprus, Greece, Lithuania, Luxembourg, and Montenegro, most countries provided 2011
data for the operator types for which they had data available.

Like for area and livestock data, the operator data are available from Eurostat for all of the EU

countries and for Norway and Switzerland. For the other countries, they are based on national
sources, private and public. For some of the EU countries national data sources were used (e.g.
France, Germany, and Italy).

The breakdown by NACE type which is provided by Eurostat for some countries for the number of
processors and importers (Eurostat 2012e, European Commission 2007) was not collected in this
survey as the availability of these data is still very limited. From the Eurostat database this
breakdown (but not for all NACE types) is available for 2011 for the following 15 countries: Belgium,
Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Greece, Spain, Italy, Latvia, Hungary, Netherlands,
Poland, Romania, Sweden and Norway.

4.2.3 Production volume and value data

Production volume data (in tonnes) were available both for plant and for livestock products. 28
countries provided such data. Levels of breakdown however differ substantially: Spain has
production data for 102 products/crops, whereas Ireland has only one figure — that for the
aquaculture production. All countries with production volume data had data for 2011.

Production value data in million euros was only available for Germany and Spain; both countries
have details for more than 20 products.

For production data see Table 4, page 44.

4.2.4 Domestic market data

Domestic market values (in million Euros) were available for 34 countries, which provided the total
organic sales for their countries. Of these, only 23 had an updated figure for 2011.

4.2.4.1 Retail sales values

Of the 34 countries that provided an overall value for their domestic sales only 18 had a breakdown
by product. The number of products or product groups available by country is illustrated in Figures 2,
3 and 4. For full details see Table 5 in the appendix.

4.2.4.2 Retail sales data and breakdown by product

Most countries that have a breakdown by product do not have this breakdown for all domestic retail
sales; i.e. only for a part of the market. The Austrian AMA for instance only provides the household
panel data for fresh products. Of the total organic market of more than one billion euros, only 174
million euros are covered by the AMA product breakdown (RollAMA/AMA-Marketing 2012).

Household panels never show 100 percent of the market as households never get to scan all their
purchases, and tend to forget little ones. In Germany for example the coverage for conventional
products was identified as 75 percent, and for organic products as only 66 percent (Bien and Michels
2007). This means there is not only a gap resulting from those products that are not reported but
also gaps for the reported products.

In order to show this gap in general, a value for the “coverage gap” was introduced into the
database. Other countries like France and Italy were able to provide a full breakdown for the total
market. (See figures 3-6).

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4.2.4.3 Retail sales by marketing channels

Some countries are in a position to break their retail sales data down by marketing channel (Figure
7). Some are even able to provide a breakdown by product and marketing channel. In many
countries the breakdown of retail sales data by product are only available for the general retail,
based on panel data. The figures communicated for the share of a certain product and product
group of the total market is often based on these data (Denmark, Norway) and does not take into
account the other marketing channels. It should be noted though that especially in those countries,
where this is applied, the supermarkets have a very high market share of 80 to 90 percent.

Wherever possible, this figure was deducted from the figure for
the total organic market.

4.2.4.4 Retail sales data and share of respective total markets

The OrganicDataNetwork survey also yielded data on the share of certain products or product
groups of the overall market (Figure 8). Again, the products and product groups collected differ from
country to country, but some general comparisons are possible. Table 7 (page84) in the annex shows
that for a wide range of products market share information is actually available. France, for example,
has got quite a lot of details by product, but the data are not grouped and could therefore not be
included in Figure 8: Shares (%) for selected organic product groups of the total respective market
value 2011.

4.2.4.5 Retail sales volumes in metric tonnes

Seven countries have data on domestic market volumes in metric tons as well as shares of total
volumes. In order to assess the market this is an important indicator, because the market size, if
shown in retail sales values (million Euros), may be distorted due to fluctuating prices, whereas the
volume is a constant indicator (Table 7, page 84).

4.2.4.6 Data sources and data collection methods for retail sales data

The data sources and the data collection methods for the domestic sales data differ substantially
between the countries. This has been outlined in detail in the report by Feldmann and Hamm
(“Report on collection methods: Classification of data collection methods” (Feldmann and Hamm
2013).

It should be noted here that the market data survey has shown that even within one country the
methods of market data collection can change over the years or that several collection systems may
exist. In Sweden for instance the sector organisation KRAV provides domestic market data based on
panel data with a great level of detail, whereas the overall market including breakdown by major
groups is covered by Statistics Sweden, and not always do these data match. In Austria the product
breakdown (fresh products only) is provided by ROLLAMA, whereas the overall market value
including breakdown by marketing channel is provided by BioAustria. In other countries retail sales
data are provided from one source (France, Germany), but also here the individual data are gathered
from a number of primary sources with partly different methods. In Germany for instance data of
the specialized organic retailer are collected with another method than those of the general
retailers; all data are then aggregated to the national total.
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4.2.5

As shown in Figure 1, the availability of international trade data is very limited. Only 13 countries

International trade data

have a figure for their total exports (in value) and only 8 countries have a figure for their total import

value. A breakdown by product is available only from 7 and 5 countries respectively. Export and
import volumes in tonnes are only available from 3 countries.

The lack of data is visualized in Table 3 (a reduced version of Table 2 on page 19).

The only country that has a good breakdown by product for both imports and exports is Denmark.
Data is generated via the general international trade statistics with a differentiation between organic
and conventional products. In addition to providing the export and import values (in Danish Crowns)
by product, a breakdown by country of origin and by destination is also possible. Also Croatia has a
relatively good breakdown for international trade data (values; collected from the
exporting/importing companies). Italy has a good breakdown for imports (volumes in tonnes), but
this is only for countries outside the EU and which are not on the third country list. In Germany a
study was conducted by AMI for the 2009/2010 data, and the data (volumes in tonnes) was collected
based on a number of sources (company data, household panels, customs data, trade statistics). As
the data are older they have not been included here (Schaack et al. 2011). In Spain total values for
exports and imports are available, with some rough breakdown for the exports.

Not only the extra- but particularly the intra-European trade is a special challenge, but the Danish
example shows that the collection of such data is possible.
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5 Challenges encountered

In this chapter some of the major challenges of organic market data collection are listed.

5.1 Lack of data and incomplete data

As outlined in the chapter above on data availability, one of the major challenges is that data is
incomplete or totally lacking. This is particularly the case for domestic market and international
trade data.

Incompleteness of data can refer to:

o Non availability of data for key indicators, where not even totals for the domestic market or
international trade are available.

e Non availability of a breakdown by crop or product for key indicators: Some countries may
have the totals for the domestic market and international trade data but no further data are
available.

e The data types that are available can differ between countries especially as regards the
data with product breakdowns (retail sales in million Euros, share of the total retail sales,
retail sales volume in tonnes). Import data are available in either volumes (ltaly, Germany)
or in value (Denmark).

e 0Old data: Not all countries collect data on the key indicators every year, and for some
countries only older data are available, which makes it difficult to monitor market
developments in a certain country as a comparison with others.

e Incomplete breakdown by product for key indicators: Some countries provide a breakdown
for some, but not all products (this is particularly noticeable for domestic market data).

e Incomplete coverage: E.g. Italy has import volumes (in tonnes) but this only refers to data of
imports from non EU countries that are not in the third country list. For domestic market
data it is very typical that data are collected from panels and thus do not reflect the
country’s total, which may be known from other sources (e.g. in Austria the total organic
market value is provided by Bio Austria, whereas the breakdown by product is provided by
AMA). Often stimates are used in order to calculate the market values and volumes for
certain products (e.g. AMI from Germany does this), but even then the total market is not
reflected. In order to tackle this problem for this survey, a coverage gap value was
introduced for the domestic sales data (values).

Lack of data, incomplete data and coverage gaps make country-to-country comparisons difficult.

5.2 C(Classification issues

Challenges in classifications were a major issue during data collection of organic market data (retail
sales and international trade data).

5.2.1 Differing nomenclatures

Almost every country has a different nomenclature & classification, and Denmark seems to be the
only country that classifies its data according to an international standard (UN’s Standard
International Trade Classification, SITC).17 In countries, where the domestic market data are

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collected from panel data, usually the nomenclature and classifications of the major market
companies are used.

5.2.2 Different aggregations
Not only the different nomenclatures, but also data aggregations are a challenge.

The fact that data is often aggregated is a problem as flexible groupings of certain data are not
possible and a lot of detail gets lost in the aggregation.

What makes things worse is that there is no harmonized way of aggregating these data, and country
comparisons become difficult.

In Switzerland, Bio Suisse for instance groups breakfast cereals with pet food, so it is not even
possible to differentiate between food and non-food products. It is also common to group fruit and
vegetables or dairy products and eggs, again a lot of information gets lost.

In addition, information gets lost as it is not possible to create new categories in the database for
each of these possible combinations of products, and therefore products had to be entered as “food
products, other” (e.g. in Switzerland, breakfast cereals and pet food are put into one group with no
further breakown). A European harmonized classification should be used for the organic market data
that are published by the various bodies in order to be able to compare data across countries.

5.2.3 Summary of challenges for market data

The European survey on organic market data has shown that actually a wide range of market data is
publically available but that a number of challenges are associated with these data. The key
challenges encountered are:

e The lack of data in many countries even for key indicators,

e Incomplete data (data are available only for a part of the market; product breakdown is only
available for a part of the products),

e Non-harmonized classifications and nomenclatures, varying level of data depth, non-
harmonized aggregations.

Integrating data into the OrganicDataNetwork classification was therefore a challenge, and
classification errors are bound to happen.

The current data situation makes international comparisons very difficult and the calculation of a
total European/EU value for any product is impossible.

An additional challenge is the wide varieties of methods used for the collection of market data
(Feldmann and Hamm 2013).
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6 Survey results

6.1 Organic agricultural land and producers

In the 39 countries covered by the survey (European Union, candidate countries, EFTA countries),
10.2 million hectares were under organic agricultural management in 2011, constituting 4.7 percent
of the agricultural area. There were more than 290’000 producers. In the European Union, there
were 9.5 million hectares in 2011, constituting 5.4 percent of the agricultural land. Compared with
2001 (5 million hectares), the organic land has almost doubled. In 2011, the area increased by 0.5
million hectares or six percent and there were almost 240’000 producers. The country with the
largest organic agricultural area is Spain, followed by Italy and Germany (Figure 9). The country with
the most producers is Turkey (almost 44’000), followed by Italy (42’000) and Spain (more than
32°000).

6.2 Production base

In 2011, 40 percent of the organic farmland was used for arable crops (4 million hectares) and 47
percent was grassland (4.8 million hectares), with 10 percent (1 million hectares) being used to grow
permanent crops. Figure 10 shows the main land use types by country.

Regarding permanent grassland/grazing land, which increased by 7 percent from 2010, the countries
with the largest areas are Spain (0.87 million hectares), Germany (0.58 million hectares) and the
United Kingdom (0.44 million hectares). To convert extensively used areas and grassland to organic
farming requires relatively few changes in production and few investments.

The largest arable crop areas, which increased by eight percent compared with 2010, are in Italy (0.5
million hectares), followed by France (0.48 million hectares) and Germany (0.41 million hectares).
The key arable crop group is cereals. Forty percent of the Euroepan arable land is utilised for cereal
production. The largest cereal areas are in Turkey (220’000 hectares), Germany (204’000 hectares),
Italy (184’00 hectares), and Spain (175’000 hectares). Organic vegetables were grown on more than
110’000 hectares in 2011, with Italy (22’000 hectares), Germany (18’000 hectares), and the United
Kingdom (13’500 hectares) as the key producing countries.

Ten percent of the European organic farmland was used for permanent crops, and the permanent
crop area increased by seven percent compared with 2010. The countries with the largest
permanent crop areas are Spain (0.36 million hectares), Italy (0.27 million hectares) and France
(83’000 hectares). A large part of the permanent cropland is used for olives (420’000 hectares; +14
percent), grapes (230’000 hectares; +20 percent), and nuts (190’000 hectares; +0.3 percent).

6.3 Domestic market data

6.3.1 Overview

Data compiled in the framework of the OrganicDataNetwork project show that the organic market in
Europe increased by nine percent in 2011 is now at 21.5 billion euros (Schaack et al. 2013).

Germany showed retail sales of 6.59 billion euros. France held second place with 3.76 billion euros,
this market has shown a very dynamic growth in the past couple of years. In contrast, retail sales
continued to fall in Ireland and decreased for the third consecutive year in the United Kingdom (1.88
billion euros). Italy’s organic market was estimated at 1.72 billion euros, and we expect it to
supersede the United Kingdom in 2012.

As in the past years, the highest market shares were reached in Denmark, Austria, and Switzerland.
The highest per capita consumption of organic food in 2011 was in Switzerland (177 euros), Denmark
(162 euros), Luxembourg (134 euros) Austria (127 euros), Sweden (94 euros) and Germany (84
euros). The average per capita consumption for all 39 countries for which data were available was 27
euros. However, care must be taken in interpreting this figure as the costs of living differ quite
considerably across those 39 countries.

The European Union, with 9 percent growth and a market size of 19.7 billion euros is the second
largest organic market in the world after the United States, which showed a market growth of 9.4
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percent in 2011 to a market size of 21 billion euros. The comparison of the whole of Europe (21.5
billion euros) and North America (22.9 billion euros) shows that North America has the lead in an
international comparison (Schaack et al. 2013).

6.3.2 Importance of product groups in the organic segment

Looking at the proportion certain organic products have within the organic segment, the
OrganicDataNetwork survey has shown the following (see Figure 3, chapter 4.2.4.2, and Table 7 in
the appendix):

e Fruit and vegetables are the pioneer organic products in Europe. They now have shares
between one third and one fifth of many national organic markets. They are especially
strong in Italy, Ireland, Norway, Sweden, and Germany. All over Europe the organic market is
dominated by fresh products compared to the conventional markets.

e In many countries and in particular in Northern Europe, animal products, especially milk and
dairy products constitute a high share of all organic products sold. Meat and meat products
are very successful with market shares of around 10 percent in Belgium, the Netherlands,
Finland, and France. On the other hand, in many countries the meat and meat products
market is not yet well developed due to lack of manufacturing capability and high price
surpluses compared to conventional products..

e Beverages — mainly wine - constitute an important part of organic the market - nearly 15
percent in France and Croatia.

e Hot beverages (coffee, tea and cocoa) cover 3 to 5 percent of the organic market.

e Grain mill products which are easily sold and stored in the supermarkets reach high shares in
the Czech Republic and also in Finland and Norway.

e Bread and bakery products have a high importance in the organic product range with around
10 percent in Switzerland, the Netherlands, France, Sweden, Finland, and Germany.

6.3.3 Importance of organic products and product groups compared with the total
market

In terms of market shares compared to the conventional market, one of the success stories in many
European countries is eggs (see Source: OrganicDataNetwork survey 2013 based on national data
sources

Figure 8, chapter 4.2.4.2, and Table 7 in the appendix). According to the OrganicDataNetwork
survey, they reach market shares up to 20 percent in Switzerland and around 10 percent in most of
the analysed countries. The sales of eggs reflect the high concerns of consumers with regards to
animal welfare and also shows the readiness to pay relatively high price premiums. In Germany for
example, organic eggs have at minimum double the price compared to conventional eggs — one of
the highest price surpluses among the organic product groups.

After eggs, vegetables show the highest market shares of 8 to 12 percent in Switzerland, Austria and
Germany.

In many countries, dairy products reach market shares of about 5 percent. In Switzerland they even
reach ten percent of all dairy products sold.

Apart from that, single products can reach much higher market share in the countries. Baby food or
meat substitutes are good examples. Fresh carrots have a 30 percent market share in Germany.

On the other hand, products like beverages and meat generally reach only low market shares. Often
these products are highly processed and or very cheap in the conventional market.
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6.4 International trade data
As explained in chapter 4.2.5, international trade data are very scarce. For Denmark, however, detailed data are available
(Source: Statistics Denmark 2012

Figure 11). These data show quite well for which products the country depends on imports (e.g.
fresh vegetables) and for which it produces so much that it can export a substantial part of its
production (e.g. milk and dairy products). If such data were available for more countries, valuable
conclusions could be drawn for food chain management.

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7 Concluding remarks

The OrganicDataNetwork survey on organic market data has shown that a wide range of market data
is available.

The tools that were designed for data collection, processing, storage, and analysis — the
guestionnaire, the database, the excel pivot tables for analysis - have proven to be useful
instruments for the collection of organic market data. Improvements for the next survey will be
needed in the area of classification and nomenclature as well as better accessibility of the data via
dynamic tables could be developed further.

The project partners have been of invaluable help in collecting these data and getting in contact with
different data collectors. However, it is clear that for the future it would be better — in most

cases - for the central data collection point (in this case AMI and FiBL) to have the direct contact with
the original data suppliers/sources for a more efficient collection process. The building of a European
network of data collection as foreseen by the OrganicDataNetwork project is therefore of high
importance.

The first survey on European published market data has also shown that a number of challenges are
associated with these data. The challenges include

e lack and incompleteness of data;

e different classification/nomenclatures for market data, which makes harmonized data
storage a big challenge;

e differing methods used for data collection.

In spite of all these issues a number of results have been achieved that were not available before,
and that applies in particular to the retail sales data. These data show —in a European comparison -
what products perform best within the organic segment and how certain products and product
groups perform in the total market. The data show for instance that eggs are by far the most popular
organic product across most countries that have such data, followed by vegetables, fruit and dairy
products. Organic retail sales for Europe and related indicators (per capita consumption and share of
overall market) are also available. As regards international trade data, the survey has shown that
there is a major lack of such data and that no conclusions can be drawn regarding the European
situation.
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8 Comments on data by country
Austria
