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CAP ORGANIC POLICY SUPPORT

The Slovakia CAP strategic plan provides for a 70% increase in supported organic area and a more than doubling of expenditure
compared with 2018. Planned maintenance payments are increased by up tfo 50% compared with the previous period, and more
than doubled for selected horticultural crops. The net effect of increased area and payment rates is a 24% increase in average
expenditure per ha. There is no differentiation between conversion and maintenance payments.

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NATIONAL ORGANIC ACTION PLAN

Slovakia had two organic action plans between 1995 and 2010 and was one of the earliest current EU Member States to adopt this
approach. But there was then a long gap before the current plan, , so only this plan has been analysed. To support the land area target
of 14% of UAA by 2027, the plan emphasises supply chain development, public procurement and catering initiatives as well as basic
information measures.

AQUACULTURE

The organic share of total aquaculture production in Slovakia is negligible, and there is no reference to aquaculture in the current
action plan. Slovakia was not included in our analysis of the EMFF (2014-2020) and EMFAF (2021-2027) operational programmes and
the Multi-annual National Strategic Plan for Aquaculture. If any support is provided, the funding is project specific and there is no ring-
fenced organic budget, so statistics on organic aquaculture support expenditure are not available.
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
